Utstallningens titel, Dar varje stygn andas, lanar Britta Marakatt-Labbas
egna ord som beskriver hur alla dessa berattelser ar uppbyggda av
tusentals sma stygn som vart och ett bar pa eftertanke och erfarenhet.
Hennes tidskravande arbetsprocess ar nara knuten till den samiska
visuella och estetiska traditionen duodji som hon vuxit upp med.
Duodji ar kunskap som overfors fran en generation till nasta. Karn-
vardena innefattar bade en respekt for materialet och for narvaron

av det icke-materiella i arbetet.

Britta Marakatt-Labba ar fodd 1951 i Idivuoma pa den svenska sidan
av Sapmi och ir i dag bosatt och verksam i Ovre Soppero i Kiruna
kommun. Hon ar uppvaxt i en renskotarfamilj med nordsamiska som
modersmal och larde sig svenska som fjarde sprak efter meankieli och
norska. Efter studier pa Sunderby folkhogskola utanfor Lulea och
Hogskolan for design och konsthantverk (HDK) i Goteborg atervande
Marakatt-Labba i slutet av 1970-talet till hemtrakterna.

Som en av konstnarerna i Mazejoavku (Masi-gruppen) deltog Britta
Marakatt-Labba i kampen mot utbyggnaden av Altaalven under sent
1970-tal och tidigt 1980-tal. Hennes stora samhallsengagemang spelar
en viktig roll i konstnarskapet och verken utgor alltjamt en betydande
inspiration for nya generationers kamp for miljon och samiska

rattigheter.

Sitt stora genombrott fick Marakatt-Labba ar 2017 nar hon stallde
ut pa Documenta 14 i tyska Kassel. Alltsedan dess har hennes konst
ront ett vaxande intresse bade nationellt och internationellt och visas

i utstallningar runtom i varlden.

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FOR ALMOST FIFTY YEARS, Britta Marakatt-Labba has been creating
embroidered narratives. Rooted in the oral storytelling tradition of the
Indigenous Sami people, her works are almost always set in nature.
Against backdrops of mountain landscapes and snow-covered expanses,
she depicts a way of life in which the spiritual world is ever-present —
woven into everyday scenes, historical events, accounts of state

oppression, and reflections on a threatened natural environment.

The title of the exhibition, Where Each Stitch Breathes, is borrowed
from Britta Marakatt-Labba’s own words, which describe how all the
stories are made up of thousands of tiny stitches, where each stitch
breathes experience and reflection. Her creative process is time-
consuming and closely linked to the Sami visual and aesthetic tradition
of duodji, which she grew up with. Duodji is knowledge passed down
from generation to generation. It is based on core values that include
both respect for the material and an awareness of the presence of the

immaterial in the work.

Britta Marakatt-Labba was born in 1951 in Idivuoma, on the Swedish
side of S4pmi, and currently lives and works in Ovre Soppero, in the
municipality of Kiruna. She grew up in a reindeer-herding family with
North Sami as her mother tongue and learned Swedish as her fourth
language, atter Meankieli and Norwegian. After studying at Sunderby
Folk High School outside Lulea and at the Academy of Design and
Crafts (HDK) in Gothenburg, Marakatt-Labba returned to her home
region in the late 1970s.

As a member of the artist collective Mazejoavku (the Maze Group),
Britta Marakatt-Labba was actively involved in resisting the damming
of the Alta River in the late 1970s and early 1980s. Her strong social

commitment plays an intrinsic role in her artistic practice, and her
work remains a vital source of inspiration for new generations advo-

cating for the environment and Sami rights.

In 2017, Marakatt-Labba’s work reached a wider international audience
through her participation in Documenta 14 in Kassel, Germany. Since
then, interest in her work has grown steadily, with exhibitions in both

national and international contexts.
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
