Owned by the author of the Surrealist manifesto, André Breton,
up until 1967 when it was purchased for the Moderna Museet’s
collection. Entitled The Ghost until 1927, when the poet Louis
Aragon gave the painting a more surreal sounding title. The
man with the characteristicmoustache also features in paint-
ings of Max Ernstand Pablo Picasso.
