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Yves Klein, Bla monokrom IKB 48, 1956

He was fascinated by Eastern
philosophy, where harmony and the notion thateverything
holdsits opposite are key concepts. If youlook at theintense
blue colour fora while, and then move your gaze to the white
wallnext toit, you will see a yellow-orange after-image. Your
brain generates a colour thatis the exact opposite, to achieve
balance.

Kasimir Malevitj, Svart och vit. Suprematistisk
kompaosition, 1915

Den hiarmalningen kunde du méjligen ha gjort sjalv. Har
finns inga dolda symboler, utan bara svart och vitt. Det som
inteforstaller ndgot kan betraktaren sjalv fyllamed innehall.
Dethiar arkonst for den fria tanken, nagot som uppfattades
som livsfarligt av de styrandeidatidens Ryssland. Suprema-
tismen —Malevitjs konstriktning — forbjods och manga av
hans malningar forstordes.

You could possibly have made this picture yourself. Since there
areno hidden symbols here, only a neutral black and white that
doesnotdepictanythingin particular, the onlookercanfillin
the contentashe or shechooses. Thisisart of the free mind,
which was something that was considered dangerous by those
inpowerat that time. Suprematism—Malevitj’s artistic trend—
was forbidden in Russia, and many of his paintings were de-
stroyed.
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Donald Judd, Utan titel, 1965

Donald Judd, Untitled, 1965

Metal boxes hanging up over one another, what is that supposed
tomean? The answer is: precisely what you see. Donald Judd s
one of the foreground figures of Minimalism. Minimalism
emerged in USA in the 1960s. The catchphrase was “what you
seeiswhat yousee”. There are no hidden meanings here and
no symbols. The boxes wereindustrially made. Butit wasthe
artist who thoughtup theidea.
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On Kawara, IDAG-serien, nr 81, 1966

On Kawara hasmade hundreds of similar date paintings.
They are allmade on the date given on the paintingin ques-
tion. The painting itselfis not so difficult to do, evenifitre-
quires both precision and patience. Butin Kawara’s project,
thereis somehow room for all the memories and events that
have taken place during the actual days that have been cap-
tured. And thatis perhapsnotsoeasy toachieve.
